Thence North 00°11°48” West 124.00 feet along the East line of said Section;

Thence North 89°54°21" West 102.41 feet parallel with the South line of the SE1/4 of the
SE1/4 of said Section to the highway right—of—way fence and the TRUE POINT OF
BEGINNING;

Thence North 89°54°21” West 577.63 feet;

Thence North 00°11°48” West 800.00 feet;

Thence South 89°54°21" East 546.12 feet, to the highway right—of—way line;

Thence Southerly 804 feet along said right—of—way line to the TRUE POINT OF BEGINNING,
containing .

NARRATIVE

This survey was performed at the request of Jay Pope for the purpose of marking on the ground
the corners of that parcel described on that Warranty Deed recorded on page 577, Book A549 of
Deeds on file in the Duchesne County Recorder’s office.

Section 14 was originally surveyed by the General Land Office using the "3—mile method” during
which the 1/16 corners were set. A search was made for the monuments marking the Public
Land Survey System corners. The results are noted on the plat. This plat represents a dependent
resurvey and subdivision of portions of this section, and is designed to restore the PLSS corners
to their true original location according to the best available evidence and according to the data
returned on the official General Land Office plat.

The SE1/4 of the SE1/4 of Section 14 was conveyed from Stanley Peterson to Mary Peterson in
1943. (Quit—Claim Deed, entry no. 72894)

In 1945 Mary Peterson conveyed to Enoch Lewis the South 56 rods (924 feet) of the SE1/4 of
SE1/4. Subsequently in 1951 Mary Peterson conveyed to Anna Peterson the North 24 rods of the
aliquot part. The sum of these two dimensions equal the record length of one quarter mile or
1320 feet. However, present measurement determined by the found monumentation yields a

length of 1324.74 feet along the West line and 1324.49 feet along the East line of the aliguot
part. Because the 56 rod call was used first in 1943 it is the senior call and sets the position of
the boundary line. The call for 24 rods followed 6 years later and yields to the previously called
for position. Therefore the excess in this aliquot part falls north of the 1945 line set at 56 rods
from the South section line.

The west boundary of the parcel is defined in the deed as being 102.50 feet plus 577.54 feet or a
total of 608.04 feet west of the East Section line. This survey monumented that position for the
line.

The East line of the parcel is coincident with the West right—of—way line of U.S. Highway 40.
The North and South property lines were monumented at their intersection with the existing
highway right—of—way fence.
