Consideration of Payment Vouchers 

The commission reviewed vouchers # 117403 through #117445 dated April 4, 2011, in 
the amount of one hundred seventy thousand fifty  four dollars and fifty four cents 
($170,054.54) as presented by Auditor Freston. Commissioner Winterton moved to 
approve the vouchers presented by Auditor Freston. Chairman Wood seconded the 
motion. Both commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 

 

Consideration of a Business License Application for Save the Date Wedding Planners 
Deputy Clerk/Auditor Connie Sweat joined the meeting at 1:15 P.M… 

Deputy Clerk Sweat stated that this business does wedding rentals, items like back 
drops. They will most likely be a mobile business. Commissioner Winterton moved to 
approve the business application for Save the Date Wedding Planners as presented by 
Deputy Clerk Sweat. Chairman Woods seconded the motion. Both commissioners 
voted aye and the motion passed.  
 

Consideration of a Business License Application for Bighorn Oilfield Services 
Deputy Clerk Sweat stated that this business is out of Tabiona. Their business will take 
place at oil well locations. Commissioner Winterton moved to approve the business 
application for Bighorn Oilfield Service as presented by Deputy Clerk Sweat. 
Chairman Woods seconded the motion. Both commissioners voted aye and the motion 
passed. 

 

Consideration of Updated Reclamation Contract for a Duchesne County Asphalt Mine 
Deputy Attorney Stearmer stated that this contract will stay the same except for the 
adjustment made to the reclamation bond. It went from eighty nine thousand eight 
hundred ($89,800.00) to one hundred six thousand dollars 
($106,000.00).Commissioner Winterton moved to approve the contract to update the 
Duchesne County Asphalt Mine in Whiterocks. Chairman Wood seconded the motion. 
Both commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
 

Consideration of a an Easement & Right of Way Agreement with El Paso 
Mr. Cameron Moos stated that this right of way is part of a twenty seven (27) mile line 
that is being put in. It will have three (3) pipes in the ground, one will be twelve (12) 
inches that will carry wet stuff coming out of the ground going back to the plant, one 
six (6) inch line that will carry gas, and one four (4) inch line that will carry water. It 
will be buried five (5) feet below the ground. The twelve (12) inch pipe will be steel 
and the other two (2) will be poly pipe. Commissioner Winterton moved to approve the 
Easement & Right of Way Agreement with El Paso. Chairman Wood seconded the 
motion. Both commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
 

Consideration of FATPOT Technologies, LLC Billing 
Commissioner Winterton stated that this was discussed in the morning session. There 
was some confusion over the twenty four hundred dollars ($2,400.00) billed to the 
county for maintenance. The commissioners determined that the thirty eight thousand 
three hundred dollars ($38,300.00) had been budgeted for, but the twenty four hundred 
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($2,400.00) had not. The commission feels they need to talk to Sheriff Travis Mitchell 
first before they can make a decision to pay the twenty four hundred dollars 
($2,400.00) for maintenance. Commissioner Winterton moved to approve the payment 
to FATPOT Technologies, LLC in the amount of thirty eight thousand three hundred 
dollars ($38,300.00) with twenty four hundred dollars ($2,400.00) for maintenance 
needing more discussion. Chairman Wood seconded the motion. Both commissioners 
voted aye and the motion passed.
